PLASTIC WAS THE LEADER IN THE CHEMICALS PRODUCT
GROUP, WHICH RANKED SECOND IN EXPORTS

Tuirkiye Ihracatgilar Meclisi verilerine gore, 2024 yil Tiirkiye ihracatinin bir 6n-
ceki yila gore ylzde 2,5 artigla 262 milyar dolara ulagti. Plastik Sanayicileri
Federasyonu Yonetim Kurulu Bagkani OieF Karadeniz, kimyevi maddeler ve
mamulleri Urtn gruplarinda, plastikler ve mamullerinin ihracat lideri oldugunu
soyleyerek, 2024 yili toplam ihracatinin 9.5 milyar dolarla il sirada yer aldigi-
ni agiklad. Turkiye imalat PMI verilerine gore kasim ayinda 48,3 olan manset
PMI, aralik ayinda artarak 49,1 oldu. Esik degerin gok az altinda kalan bu gos-
terge, son sekiz ayin en iiml verisi olarak dikkat gekti. Turk imalat sektorinin
PM I verilerinde gortilen kayda deger iyilesme belirtilerinin sevindirici oldugunu
belirten Bagkan Karadeniz, pek ¢ok sektorde nispi bir iyilesme gortiliirken, bi-
yumenin ise yalnizca kimyasal, plastik ve kauguk trtnleri ile gida Grlnlerinden
geldigini soyledi. Uretimde oldugiu gibi yeni siparislerde de artiglann 6nemli bir
kisminin plastik sektoriinden kaynaklandigina dikkat geken Karadeniz, tim
bu verilerin 2025 yilinda sektor igin umut verici bir tablo gizdigini belirtti.

ports in 2024 reached 262 billion dollars, up 2.5 percent from the pre-
vious year. Despite the global contraction, exports were the highest in the his-
tory of the republic. Automotive became the export champion with 37.2 billion
dollars, while chemicals became our second largest exporter with 30.8 billion
dollars. D8R Karsaleniz, Chairman of the Board of Directors of the Federation
of Plastic Industrialists, said that plastics and their products are the export leader
in the product groups of chemical substances and products, and announced
that the total exports of 2024 ranked first with 9.5 billion dollars. According to
Turkey Manufacturing PMI data, headline PMI, which was 48.3 in November,
increased to 49.1in December. This indicator, which was only slightly below the
threshold, was the mildest in the last eight months. Stating that the signs of sig
nificant improvement seen in the PMI data of the Turkish manufacturing sector
were pleasing, President Karadeniz said that while there was a relative improve:
ment in many sectors, growth came only from chemical, plastic and rubber pro-
ducts and food prodlucts. Pointing out that a significant portion of the increases
in new orders, as in production, stemmed from the plastics sector, Karadeniz
said that all these data paint a promising picture for the sector in 2025.
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
